Abstract of the academic discipline

The subject of the academic discipline is the norms of European law that
regulate relations in the field of European values, their practical implementation
and legal methods of protecting these values.

General theoretical issues of legal regulation of values in European law are
considered: the rule of law, democracy, human rights, tolerance and secularism.
Prerequisites and main stages of the history of their development are determined.
Their elements and standards are considered at the doctrinal level, the level of
European law (the Security and Cooperation Organization, the Council of Europe,
the practices of the European Court of Human Rights, the laws of the United States
of America and Canada). Social conditions that enable the implementation of these
values are studied. Models of implementation of these values in the legal order of
the former Soviet states are considered and various ways of such development are
studied. Typical mistakes or shortcomings of rule-makers and judges of
constitutional and supreme courts in the rule-making and law-enforcement
processes are analyzed. The fundamental ways of changing the role of European
values from declarative provisions to the foundations of the legal order at the level
of the rule-making process, justice, interpretation, legal understanding, legal

science and education are determined.




The purpose and tasks of the educational discipline

The purpose of the academic discipline is to increase the level of legal
awareness of applicants in European human rights law; formation of in-depth
knowledge of value regulation at various levels of European law; formation of
knowledge, development of basic abilities and skills, as well as formation of
professional competences in the field of European values.

Tasks:

— deepening knowledge about European values, both at the level of legal theory
and constitutionalism, and at the level of awareness of their importance for the
European legal order;

— forming the relationship between legal values and specific legal
institutions and procedures;

— development of awareness of specific features of post-Soviet legal
systems, in which the phenomenon of transitional justice takes place;

— working out the reasons for the failure of automatic and rapid
implementation of European legal values into the legal order of post-Soviet
countries;

— determination of prospective ways of converting European values from

formal paper provisions to fundamental principles of legal order.

Requirements of the teacher

Applicants of higher education must: regularly attend lectures and practical
classes; systematically and actively work on them; convincingly present arguments
when solving tasks; qualitatively perform written and oral tasks, control and
independent work, etc. Practical classes missed for valid reasons can be made up
after prior agreement with the teacher.

Applicants of higher education are recommended to: participate in scientific
conferences, competitions of scientific works, the work of the scientific circle of
the department, prepare theses of scientific reports, scientific articles, etc.
A mandatory requirement is that students of higher education comply with the
norms of the “Code of Academic Ethics of Yaroslav Mudryi National Law

University” (https://nlu.edu.ua/wp-

content/uploads/2020/02/kodeks academichnoyi etyky.pdf).

During classroom classes, it is allowed to use gadgets for educational
purposes (for example, to view lecture presentations). It is allowed to use laptops

and tablets for keeping lecture notes and tracking the necessary information.

Control measures

The evaluation of the results of learning the educational discipline
“Introduction to European legal values” involves current and final control and is
carried out on the basis of a cumulative point-rating system.

Current control of students’ knowledge includes:

— quality control of the students’ assimilation of the program material of the

— educational discipline in practical classes using the following tools:
oral/written survey, express survey, solving practical tasks, participation in the
development of a case, preparation of a presentation, essay, essay, etc. The current
control is aimed at checking the level of the student’s preparation in studying the
current material. In the course of the practical session, the student can receive an

assessment on a four-point scale (0, 3, 4, 5);

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— quality control of the students’ assimilation of the program material of the
educational discipline, which is conducted at the end of the modules in the form of
colloquiums.

An obligatory form of independent work for students is the preparation of an
individual final written work. The maximum number of points based on the results
of the defense of an individual final written work is 20 points.

The form of final control of the knowledge of higher education students in
an academic discipline is a differentiated assessment. The minimum number of

points to receive a differentiated credit is 60.
