The text volume – 2 pages (Ukrainian, English, German, 

French); A-4 format Microsoft Word for Windows 6.0, 7.0, 

97, 2000, 2003, 2007 as a file with an extension *.doc; 

serif – Times New Roman, 14 pt.; interval – 1,5; paragraph 

indent – 1,25 см; margins – 2 cm. 

The text should be submitted as follows: 

- title (serif 14 pt., capital letters, bold, centered); 

- student`s name (country`s name); 

- office, academic rank, supervisor`s name; 

- higher educational establishment; 

- country, city (serif 4 pt., italic letters, centered); 

- body of the text. 

References at the end of the text in alphabetical order, 

without indentation, interval – 1, serif – 12. In the text, 

indicate the link to the source in square brackets: [1:117], 

where 1 is the serial number of the source in the list of 

references; 117 - page number (s), separate multiple 

sources with a semicolon [1; 4; 6]. Preferably, the number 

of sources is not more than 5. A list of sources is 

optional. 

Pages are not numbered, footers are not used. 

Papers that do not meet the requirements for scientific 

articles, as well as those sent later than the 

above deadline, will not be published.
